Looking Back at December 2007 
Dear Church Family, 

 

Time passes so quickly when we live with joy. As I began preparing for this 

Lenten season I realized that this is the tenth year weôve shared the Lenten ex-

perience together. Lent can be a time of great personal and spiritual growth, a 

time of great holiness and participation, a time of great faithfulness and joy ...or 

it can be a lot of nothing. Whether or not Lent happens for us, to us, and in us 

will be the result of our personal decisions. Will we get involved in this tradi-

tional season of penitence and preparation? Will we give ourselves to God in 

special ways this year?  

 

Lent lasts for 40 days. (symbolic of Christôs 40 days in the wilderness preparing 

for the temptations of his ministry) Technically, there are 46 days between Feb-

ruary 6th and March 22, but the 6 extra days are the Sundays and since every 

Sunday is a celebration of Jesus' resurrection, the official count is 40. Some 

people keep their Lenten promises only on the 40 official days of Lent. 

 

There are lots of ways to keep a holy Lent, for what we do and how we do it is 

a very personal thing. I like to think of offering gifts of ourselves to God based 

on the Great Commandment: "And you shall love the Lord your God with all 

your heart and soul and mind and strength." 

 

How will you give yourself to Jesus this year?  

 

Perhaps you will give something up, chocolate, desserts, potato chips, or some 

bad habit. Or perhaps you will add something healthy to your life, like exercise 

or vegetables. Perhaps you can become more regular in your church attendance. 

Perhaps you will take extra time to study. Or perhaps you will want to formally 

add extra prayer time to every day, being clear when and where you will be 

offering that gift. Perhaps you will find a way to serve others this Lent. Or per-

haps you have a special job to do at home, which can be a gift of disciplined 

work. Perhaps you have another way to serve God in some special way for 

Lent, considering your priorities and your special interests. Lent can be a won-

derful season, but only if you choose to keep it. Let's all keep a holy Lent this 

year.
